CHIEF SILVERNAIL re: Grant


COPS Grant

Chief Silvernail stated last week the Board had a discussion regarding the COPS Grant and they had questioned the cost.  Chief Silvernail stated according to his calculations it would be around $93,000 (for two officers) and that would include contractual benefits, role call, shift differential and estimation on overtime.  Chief Silvernail stated what may change is whether the officer has a degree and if so they would be entitled to the Education Incentive and that is where the state pays for half of that.  Typically, the base rate would be $10,000 for Associate and $20,000 for Bachelor degree.  Chief Silvernail stated usually they don’t run into officers that have Bachelor degree and  he is looking at the lower end of the scale.  The grant guidelines will cover fringe benefits, retirement contributions, and insurance.  When the three years are up the town assumes all the financial responsibility with the exception of the Education Incentive.
Chief Silvernail estimated $42,000 for the wage of the year, and then $4,500 for the academy cost, tuition etc, he also estimated overtime on an average of $2,000.

III.    
OLD BUSINESS

Mileage
Selectman Phelan stated they discussed this and determined it was not acceptable.  Ms. Schindler stated $400.00 was allotted this year and Mr. Messier rec’d three quarters of it, he has $100 left she told David Keilson, Town Accountant to hold payment and that he was to submit mileage, he became highly upset and felt this is the way he has been receiving that for a number of years.  Ms. Schindler stated when they started that program there was confusion about what the expenses were for, she did additional research and found he was getting an amount for the car and not for mileage.  In her opinion he has not demonstrated differently that he is actually driving around Southampton that is just for him to use his car for the job.  She told him in Fiscal Year 2010 they are not budgeting for that.  She spoke with Mr. Keilson, and this has been done since he has been here (five to ten years).  Ms. Schindler suggested the Select Board write a letter to him.  She further staed there was an outburst directed towards her and the assistant accountant.  Ms. Schindler told Ms. Skypeck to pay the invoice. He will only get mileage for travel that is appropriate, not for driving from his house or the other towns to here.  

MOTION: To send a letter to Mr. Messier, Veterans Agent indicating they will only accept substantiated mileage for FY2010 at the Federal Rate. (BLANCHARD, ROY)

Selectman Blanchard asked if there were anyone else that are submitting for mileage.

Ms. Schindler replied, yes.  She stated there was a form for mileage that was created for those to record to and from and she found the inspectors are not recording those.  She spoke with the Richard Oleksak, Building Inspector, whose account is overdrawn.  He is submitting local inspections with no mileage.  Ms. Schindler suggested to give Mr. Oleksak a monthly stipend, verses the mileage.  Ms. Schindler also stated they discussed other options such as should the town get a car.  Ms. Schindler stated it is difficult to put a set standard on it.  For him to keep track is onerous.  Ms. Schindler stated if the town had a vehicle for the inspector and other departments, the town would be in a better situation.   The mileage right now that Mr. Oleksak is asking for is $5,000 a year.  He is driving about 500 miles a month and 9,000 miles a years.  Ms. Schindler stated he requested $4,500 in his budget for mileage for FY10 and we may not be able to afford it, are we going to give him mileage or stipend.  He is driving around town as the ZEO.  Ms. Schindler asked the Board to have a meeting with him.
She would like to see a routine or system covering that.  Chairman Dods stated we need to find out the actual mileage.

Selectman McDougall asked to table.  Ms. Schindler stated the only other person who is putting in for mileage is the assistant assessor; she is keeping track of the mileage odometer.  

They did discuss the stipend on a monthly basis, which may be another option, or paying the fuel.  Before we put him on salary we were not paying him mileage b/c he was a contractor.   

Select Board tabled for the next meeting with Richard Oleksak.
