Larrabee School
Ms. Schindler showed the Board the postcards that went out to all house hold in Southampton regarding the Larrabee School.  Selectwoman Roy stated this was put together by the Larrabee Communications Committee.  
Ms. Schindler stated the only article the only article for Larrabee that she recommends to bring forward is the CPA article for $250,000.00.  Cailo and Beneick are willing to come to the public meeting on June 7, 2008 and to make a presentation that would include handouts and power point but because we don’t have a contract with them we would have to pay for that; however they are willing to sit and answers questions.  Chairman Dods stated he would support them doing a presentation.  Cailo and Benick gave us costs: demo cost $217,000; current cost of new construction for 16,000 square feet $3,750,000 compared to our construction cost of $1.9 million, if we build something from scratch today it would cost $3,750,000 the debt exclusion is for $2.2 million.
