Mr. Crevier stated he would like to understand why the Board of Health’s budget was cut after being told it was not going to be cut, and was never informed of the reduction until they went to the town meeting and wanted to know what the reasons were for cutting the budget.  Chairman Dods stated their goal was to go to town meeting with a balanced budget.

Recap Larrabee School Info Session
Chairman Dods stated there were just under 60 residents who were generally openly in support of the Larrabee School mixed use.  Cialo and Benik gave a presentation, and Ms. Margaret Walden gave a history of the school.  There were questions as to what will happen to the current Town Hall.  Chairman Dods stated there is a CPA feasibility study that will take place very soon, there was discussion regarding the cost of heating.    

Special Town Meeting Warrant

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the debt exclusion vote and future of Larrabee School.

Tax Title Auction

Chairman Dods announced they had the auction on Saturday May 31, 2008 and they grossed 215,000.00.  Ms. Schindler stated when she asked about the status of the perc tests on the properties on Hillside she was given info of successful and unsuccessful percs and the info was filed at the Board of Health’s office.  
Ms. Schindler stated the Board of Health could not locate that information; she did call Heritage who informed her, the perc tests for 26 Hillside were never filed.  Ms. Schindler further stated the person who did the perc tests was never paid and if the Town wants a copy the cost for all perc test is five thousand dollars.

Open Space Plan Letter of Support

Ms. Schindler stated we could be awarded the grant but will not be paid the money until the deficiency plans are corrected and until Ann Capra receives a letter of support from the Board of Selectmen.  Barbara Laflam asked if that was the updated plan.  Ms. Schindler stated yes.  Ms. Laflam stated the Planning Board has not seen the plan. 

The Selectmen reviewed the letter.  Chairman Dods stated he had a concern that the Planning Board didn’t review the updated open space plan.
