Recap Larrabee School Debt Exclusion Vote

The Board of Selectmen discussed the recap of the Larrabee School Debt Exclusion Vote.  Ms. Schindler stated there have been questions regarding the authorization to borrow.  The Debt Exclusion vote will stay in place until they do the authorization to borrow.   MOTION: To put out the A&E engineer study to do a RFP bid to be funded by the CPC (MCDOUGALL, BLANCHARD)




Voted and approved 4-0
Selectmen Blanchard stated his concerns for the safety of those people who are using the building at this time.  

Ms. Schindler stated the Board should set date to close the Larrabee School building; in the meantime she is working on getting an office for the Council on Aging Director.  Ms. Schindler stated she will draft a letter to those groups.  Chairman Dods stated it would be important to have these groups participate in the designing.  Ms. Schindler stated we will have to make accommodations for the Planning Board and ConCom.  Ms. Schindler further stated they are not obligated to give space to the other groups or to the Veterans Agent that use the Larrabee School.  Ms. Schindler asked the Board when they would like the Building to be cleared.  
MOTION: To have the Larrabee School Building cleared out by October 1, 2008 and to have Ms. Schindler draft a letter to the groups.  (BLANCHARD, ROY)

Selectman McDougall made an amendment to see what Selectmen Phelan’s views are.   

Ms. Schindler stated she would like to get a letter out the Department of Public Health who has completed an air quality study with a date of when the Larrabee School Building will be cleared.  Ms. Schindler stated she will put this on the next agenda for the Board to review the letters drafted.


Cook Road Update

Ms. Schindler asked the Board of Selectmen to review and sign the “Option and Acceptance and Release” documents for Cook Road and to have it notarized.
Ms. Schindler stated this is the Cook Road transfer release document for $175,000 to Fish and Wildlife. 

Ms. Schindler stated there were a few issues one of which was because the town had taken the land for a landfill; it had a prior use doctrine issue attached to it and because the town never used it as a landfill the attorneys referenced case law.  Ms. Schindler stated if the Board agrees, she will fax the option to Daane Crook in the morning and she will meet them at the Registry, they are to hand her a check and they will record it.

Hillside Meadows Perc Update
Ms. Schindler stated they received all the money from the tax title property with the exception of one, who would like the recorded deed in hand, and Kristie Shea, Treasurer is working with that person.  
Ms. Schindler stated at the last meeting it was discussed about a lack of files for the perc test for Hillside.  Diana contacted Mr. Boyle who contacted Ryan Geeleher and was able to obtain one perc test that he was interested in for $989.00.  Ms. Schindler asked the Board to consider reducing the amount that Mr. Boyle has to pay for the property by $989.00.
Selectmen Dods said we represented at the auction we had the perc test on file, but we did not.

Strong Road

Ms. Schindler informed the Board she is currently working on a Grant Application that is due July 15, 2008.  Ms. Schindler stated Winding River is willing to help with the Grant Application.  
Ms. Schindler recommended someone to do the application.  Ms. Schindler stated she will get prices of what the costs are for someone to do the application, in the meantime she will continue with the application.    Ms. Schindler stated she will call Kevin Brooks.  Ms. Schindler stated if she can get a price that is fairly reasonable she would like to go the Finance Committee.

Fuel for Building Inspector and Assessor

Chairman Dods announced the mileage reimbursement rate for FY09 is $.0585 per mile.  Ms. Schindler stated the issue had been raised a few weeks ago by the Assessors regarding the mileage issue with the Assistant Assessor.  Ms. Schindler stated the Building Inspector has gone to her about concerns regarding fuel.  Mr. Oleksak is not looking for mileage reimbursement however he is willing to accept one full tank of gas a week.  He currently has a sixteen gallon tank.  
Ms. Schindler and Ed Cauley discussed the options, and they determined if they let them fill up at the gas pump, they would come in everyday with a full tank, use their vehicle during the day and at the end of the day top off.  
Ms. Schindler further stated Mr. Oleksak does not put in for mileage, he doesn’t plan to but he would like to get one tank of gas a week, that would amount to $3,000.00 a year and we don’t have a budget for that.  The Assistant Assessor is putting in for mileage.

The Selectmen stated Richard should be turning in his mileage.  Ms. Schindler stated we have no way to pay for his mileage at $.0585 per mile.  
Currently there is not a policy at this time for the Building Inspector.  The Selectmen would rather give him mileage and would like him to put in his mileage.  

Barbara Laflam, Chair of Board of Assessors stated the Select Board were exploring the possibilities of providing a car, increase the mileage reimbursement or providing gas for the vehicle.  
MOTION: To send a memo out effective July 1 we are changing the rate to $.0585 conjunction with the Federal Policy. (BLANCHARD, MCDOUGALL)

Open Space Plan Update 

Ms. Schindler stated the Open Space Plan is completed, and she talked with the Planning Board regarding a few concerns.   Ms. Schindler also stated she changed the language in the area of interest, there are members on the Planning Board who actually owned property that appeared on the Open Space Plan that seemed to represent it was public access and it wasn’t the matrix that we provided as part of our response; it showed it was private.  One of the areas of interest was the Cook Rd access to the utility corridor.   They submitted the letter of support and now it is off to DPS.  Ms. Schindler stated the Planning Board did not have any problems with it.  

Energy Committee

Ms. Schindler discussed the possibility of forming an energy committee.  She is in the process of gathering information and a list of names for the Board to consider and will present it at the next meeting.
