Larrabee School Letter
Ms. Schindler stated she has not had a chance to draft the letter but has spoken with the user groups.  Ms. Schindler also stated people have been bringing forth options regarding rental space.  

Chairman Dods asked what the procedure is for going out to bid for rental space.   

Selectman McDougall asked if we can integrate everyone with the Norris School to save the money from rent.  Ms. Schindler stated she will check on Norris.

Larrabee School Reuse

Ms. Schindler stated the next step for the actual project itself is to determine if the town is going to hire an Owner’s Project Manager or a Clerk of the Works.  She asked the Board if they would like to do a RFP.    Ms. Schindler stated the Clerk of the Works is somebody we hire to represent us; the Owner Project Manager does have to, by law, have qualifications.  Ms. Schindler asked the Board of they want a Clerk of the Works that has qualifications of an Owner Project Manger which are higher and it will cost more money.   Ed Cauley stated we need to find out if we have to have a project manager.   Ms. Schindler summarized if we can get an owner’s project manager and have that person be the clerk of the works, for slightly more money than we pay the clerk of the works that would be a homerun, otherwise we should just have a clerk of the works and we should get the project done in one appointment.  In the estimate we have $100,000 for the clerk of the works.  An Owners project manager starts in the beginning.
Strong Road

Ms. Schindler stated she has the grant outline and decided to do $50,000.00, what is called a small town project.   

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the next steps.   Ms. Schindler asked the Board what are the other issues they would like to address.  Selectman Blanchard asked if there were any issues or problems from all boards and committees. Ms. Schindler stated there is one outstanding issue with the Army Corp of Engineer.  Ed Cauley suggested calling John Olver and to ask for guidance.
