Routine Matters: On a motion (Carmichael/Abel) the minutes of the June 23, 2009 meeting, and Executive Session of June 23, 2009, were unanimously approved.

Warrants were reviewed and signed for approval.

Members of the teaching staff presented a report of their attendance at “Confratute”.  The response from the attendees was very enthusiastic, with the attendees inspired by the conference, with a number of ideas and strategies to be shared with other members of the teaching staff. Old Business:   The FY09 budget was reviewed.  On a motion (Abel/Fitzpatrick) it was unanimously voted to release unexpended funds to the Town from the FY09 Elementary Education line in the amount of $72,015.00 and from the FY09 Transportation line in the amount of $25,000.00.  
The FY10 line item budget was presented, and on a motion (Fitzpatrick/Carmichael) it was unanimously voted to approve the Line Item Budget for FY10, Draft #3, as presented.
Information regarding the origin and use of the Academic Revolving Account was reviewed.

New Business:  The 2009-2010 bus routes are still being developed.  They are to be submitted to the vendor for review, and distributed to the community by August 15th.  
The Committee reviewed its existing goals and philosophy, and goals for 2009-2010 were discussed.

Dr. Ripa discussed the transition process for the incoming superintendent.
