TOWN ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT



Labrie Field

Application for PARC/LWCF grant funding for acquisition of Labrie Field has been submitted and site visit is scheduled for August 12th at 3 pm.  Purchase and sale agreement is being drafted and should be ready for review within next few weeks.




End of Year Bills

Tax Title Expense: Received detailed invoice for tax title expense from Attorney Ferriter.  As previously voted, FY08 expense to be paid forthwith; Request to pay FY07-FY07 amounts as “prior year expenses” at fall Special Town Meeting.

Ms. Schindler stated this is for the Hillside Meadows property.  Ms. Schindler stated the bill is a total of $24,000.00 over several fiscal years.  The Board of Selectmen voted to pay FY08 bill out of FY08 funds and the FY04,05,06 07 will be put on the Special Town Meeting.  Ms. Schindler stated in reviewing the detail she discovered of the bill the hourly rate is $195.00 per hour, 125.1 total hours. 

Ms. Schindler stated presented the Board with an attachment from another firm Barrenson and Bloom that would like to do business with us.  They are out of Easthampton.  All they do is tax title and they sent a copy of their client list.  They charge $150.00 hour.  Ms. Schindler believes Barrenson & Bloom level of expertise would be a better with cost value at a $45.00 less an hour, and they specialize with Tax title.  Ms. Schindler recommended talking to Kristie Shea, Treasurer/Collector and look at the possibility of changing attorneys.  Ms. Schindler stated with Ferriter & Ferriter tax title is not their specialty.
