FY09 Commonwealth Capital Application-Completed and Submitted
This is an annual application required for the Town to receive additional points toward descressionary grant funding.

Melissa Cryan of the Department of conservation Services for the Executive Office of Energy and Environmental Affairs, the grantor agency for the PARC/LWCF grant funding for acquisition of Labrie Field visiting the site on August 12th at 3 pm.  Besides the completed submission of the Commonwealth Capital Application, no other actions are necessary on the Town’s behalf.

Date of Purchase and Sale agreement is completed and ready for discussion and review under “Old Business”.

Town Hall Building Reuse
