SOUTHAMPTON ENERGY COMMITTEE
Southampton Town Hall Meeting Room
Nov. 5, 2009

Meeting called to order at 5:55 p.m.

The Oct. 8, 2009 minutes were unanimously approved with minor changes.  
The following old business was discussed:
1. EC web site
Mr. Issod updated the group on progress with the EC web site.  The group agreed the site was ready to establish a reciprocal link with the Town web site, and to begin developing a page of links to local energy-related businesses (with an appropriate disclaimer).
2. Larabee reuse and possible photovoltaic (PV) array
Architect has requested $1000 for his assistance in completing the EECBG application.  There is no obvious source for the funds, as his budget for the Larabee project has already come in above the cap allocated by the Town.  Mr. Boisjolie will follow up with Ms. Schindler.
3. Green Communities Workshop
Mr. Boisjolie reported on the Green Community workshop held on Oct. 29 and attended by him and Ms. Schindler.
4. ESCO
Mr. Boisjolie updated on progress.  
· Three firms have submitted proposals in response to the RFQ, with interviews to be conducted mid-November.  

· The group discussed whether there is really enough potential gain to merit the Town’s participation, given a) Larabee project, b) relative modernity of the Norris School and c) possible renovation of Town Hall.  All agreed to table the topic pending the (free) energy audit that will be provided by the winning ESCO.  

· Given potential impact of an ESCO project on the Norris School, it was also agreed that Mr. Boisjolie would contact the School Committee. 
· The group also raised the question whether it would be possible to shunt some of the costs of the Larabee project over to the ESCO.
5. Green Communities Act
The group revisited the issue of if and when to pursue qualification as a Green Community.  It was agreed that:

· Four of the five criteria were simple, but introducing the new STRETCH building code could be difficult.  Further, given the pace of change in this area, the “new” 2010 STRETCH code could well be standard by 2012.

· It is not yet clear what large energy-related projects Southampton would pursue with the funds available to designated Green Communities.

· In light of the foregoing, it was agreed to hold off until the Town identifies a major energy-related project for which Green Community funds would be essential.
