The following old business was discussed:
1. ESCO
· Siemens has been selected as the ESCO on the strength of local experience in performance contracting.
· Ms. Schindler has informed Principal Collins of the Norris School that Mr. Issod will be contacting him about the ESCO.  There is uncertainty about whether the Hampshire Regional School District is already looking at an ESCO.

· Ms. Schindler shared the application forms for towns seeking technical assistance in applying for grant funding to pay for services of an owner’s agent.

2. Larabee reuse and possible photovoltaic (PV) array
Ms. Schindler shared the EECBG application, which was produced with grant writing support from the Pioneer Valley Planning Commission.

· The application does not include a structural evaluation, but Ms. Schindler will obtain a copy of the plans for the Larabee roof.

· When the current project is completed, the building will have been prepared (i.e., wired) for solar installation.

· The EC reviewed and offered suggestions for improving the application, which is on track to submit for the December 7, 2009 deadline.

3. Southampton town capital improvement plan
Ms. Schindler informed the group that it should consider submitting projects for the town’s capital improvement plan.
