· Mr. Buehler committed to do preliminary research into grant funding options available to schools for energy efficiency improvements.

3. Larabee School
No news on Town’s application for an EECBG grant to fund solar array at Larabee.

The following new business was discussed:

4. EC membership and officers

· Mr. Brousseau gave notice of his likely resignation from the EC.

· Those present discussed the possibility of seeking budget funding to cover anticipated expenses for 2010 and agreed to postpone doing so until a clear need emerged.
