Meeting called to order at 5:55 p.m.

The Feb. 25, 2010 minutes were unanimously approved.
The following old business was discussed:
1. Green Communities Act
The deadline for applications for Green Community status is May 14.  A Southampton application, if approved, will have to await the next cycle.  
2. Elections 
The EC reelected Mr. Boisjolie as Chair and Mr. Buehler as Secretary, with terms to extend through Feb. 28, 2011.

3. ESCO
Based on a conversation with Diane Schindler, Mr. Issod informed the group that capital improvement funds will be severely constrained for the next few years.  It therefore makes sense to proceed with the preliminary energy audit by Siemens, as future energy efficiency improvements to Town facilities will likely require outside funding.
4. Public outreach
· Mr. Issod has arranged for a regular EC column to appear in the Senior Newsletter, beginning on or around Apr. 22.  He will draft a column and submit to other EC members for comment.
· Mr. Issod offered to present a community workshop on wood / pellet stoves, to take advantage of the 2010 tax credit.  It was agreed that the EC would sponsor a program in early-mid September.  Mr. Buehler agreed to oversee the event, including promotional activities.

· Mr. Buehler will contact the Norris School about including an EC column in Tiger Talk.
The following new business was discussed:

5. 2010-11 EC goals
It was agreed to continue and expand the “two-track” emphasis on both municipal initiatives and public outreach.  The EC will revisit the issue of 2010-11 goals at an upcoming meeting.

· Municipal initiatives would include a) facilitating a Town decision about pursuing Green Community status (and implementation, if appropriate); and b) monitoring the ESCO process, including but not limited to making recommendations after the preliminary energy audit.

· Public outreach would include a) communication with EC’s in other area communities; b) holding two public workshops; c) publications such as the Senior Newsletter; and d) growth of the web site.
