Anne Bussler-Riverdale Property

Mrs. Bussler spoke with the Board and stated there may be some confusion about the property and she is here to explain and answer any questions.  Mrs. Bussler stated she and her husband along with another couple have co owned this property since 1973.  She continued to say the property has been on the market from 1995-2005 and several times they have had agreements and the prospective buyers were not giving building permits.  The lot is being assessed as a building lot but couldn’t get a permit.  Ms. Bussler also said she took it to the State Appellate Tax Board in 2005 and they won.   The tax assessment was decreased from a building lot to a regular lot.  There are two parcels.  According to the Assessors parcel 42 is assessed $106,900.00 as a building lot and parcel 41 (recognized as the smaller parcel) is assessed as $6,500.00   Mrs. Bussler gave the Board a copy of the State Appellate Decision.  She said they want to give it to the Town of Southampton.  Mrs. Bussler asked the Board to make a decision before December 31, 2007.
The discussion continued between the Select Board, Mrs. Bussler, Robert Floyd, and Richard Oleksak regarding whether or not it is a building lot.

Richard Oleksak, Building Inspector-Hampshire Regional Inspection Program & Town Owned Property


The Board tabled the Hampshire Regional Inspection Program.

The Select Board asked Mr. Oleksak, Building Inspector/Zoning Enforcement Officer if the following lots are building lots.

Madison Ave/Buchanan Circle

Mr. Oleksak stated this lot has a canal that runs thru the woods which cuts down the size of the lot as a building lot.  He stated back in 1972 when the subdivision was developed M.G.L. chapter 40A section 6 states “you have to build on that lot in seven years or it will revert back to the new zoning bylaws.”  The lot itself is only 84 ft deep; therefore it is not a building lot.  Mr. Oleksak further stated that this was also determined by the Planning Board in December 2006.
Laurie Drive:

Two pieces of properties that town owns but there is a total of 100’ footage on it.  The zoning bylaw says you need 140’ frontage.  It is not a building lot.

County Road

Mr. Oleksak stated County Road is not a building lot because of its size.  It is if you put a lot next door.  He further stated the Town has $30,000 invested in it with the clean up and taxes. That lot and if the Town puts it on the market the price should start at $30,000
Selectman McDougall asked if we should send letters to the abutters informing them the lots are not building lots and are available if they have an interest in purchasing it.
