1. Approved the minutes of June 1, 2010.  3-0
2. Discussed the Building Inspector’s request for approximately $600 made four weeks ago for travel expenses.  Decided that this is a BOS matter, as the Bldg Inspector seems to have agreed last year to $200/month for travel – There may be some issues concerning the budget and payment made to a temporary replacement that need to be looked in to –

3. Received the final HRHS budget for FY 11 – Southampton will have to add $29,998 to our appropriation to meet the level approved by the other four towns in the district –

4. Acted on several PPPB forms – 

a) Betsy Cranston to replace Jennifer Peloquin as Director of COA

b) Loretta Eichstaedt resigned on 6/2/2010 as Volunteer Coordinator for COA

c) Posting for Volunteer Coordinator for the COA at $9/hour for 4 hours/week

d) Jennifer Peloquin to serve as temporary Volunteer Coordinator until 7/16/2010 or until replacement is hired

e) Kyle Miltimore change from Firefighter to EMT/Firefighter resulting in a $1 increase in hourly wage

     All five were approved 3-0.

5. Request for transfer from Police Wage Acct to the Police Expenses Acct of $4000 to pay for unexpected equipment failures.  Approved 3-0

6. Request for transfer from Reserve Acct to Tree Warden Expense Acct of $1000 for emergency tree work last week on Pomeroy Meadow Road.  Approved 3-0

7. Request for transfer from Reserve Acct to Tree Warden Expense Acct of $5708 for emergency tree work done as a result of the March storm.  Approved 3-0

8. Discussion concerning the possible need for David Gartska to meet with the PPPB to discuss hourly wage for the workers who perform the tree services for the Town-

9. Joint meeting with the BOS to discuss end-of-year transfers – David Kielson made a presentation explaining the budgets with shortfalls at this stage, and he recommended that the BOS and FinComm make the transfers tonight.  FinComm approved all of the transfers on the list David provided (see list) 3-0, and the BOS did the same.  We will meet again on July 13 to complete the transfer process.
10.   Need to check on School choice figures in the FY2011 budget – we may need to raise the number to $30,553, which is the amount that was expended in FY 2010.

11.   Next meeting will be on July 13th at the Town Hall presumably at 7:00 PM

12.   Motion to adjourn – seconded and approved at 8:00 PM.
