Mr. Robert Floyd called the meeting to order

Minutes from May 15, 2006 meeting approved. Rick Thibault motioned to accept, John O’Leary seconded. Passed unanimously.

Minutes from June 26, 2006 meeting approved. Charlie McDonald motioned to accept, Rick Thibault seconded. Passed unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report. Charlie McDonald presented the treasurer’s report.  Rick Thibault motioned to accept, John O’Leary seconded. Passed unanimously.

Searle Property. All paperwork turned in to the state for the Self Help Grant

Open Space Plan.  Anne Wellington presented the Open Space Plan Revision update. Discrepancies were noted between APR land and the town’s tax records. Rick Thibault made motion to change language in the Open Space Plan Revision that invites people to walk the listed conservation areas, as some of the land is accessed by private right of ways, and may constitute trespassing. Seconded by Charlie McDonald. Passed unanimously. It was noted the plan needs an inventory of all Conservation Commission properties, and how they are accessible under the guidelines. Rick Thibault made motion to accept the open space plan as presented with noted corrections. Seconded by Charlie Mcdonald.

 Valley Road Culverts. Joe Slattery spoke on behalf of Ed Cauley. He raised questions on the necessity of presenting an NOI for the work. Robert Floyd explained that the 12” culvert at 30 Valley Road may not need an NOI, where the 30” culvert at 19 Valley Road will definitely need an NOI presented to the Conservation Commission. Mr. Slattery objected to the additional cost the town would incur having to have engineering drawings done for the project. Mr. Floyd explained that the MA Town Highway Departments are not exempt from the MA Wetlands Protection Act and the Conservation Commission must hold everyone to the same standards. Mr. Floyd said the Town would not need to pay for the NOI as it is a Town Board and the Commission will accept a drawing, carefully hand drawn, and not require the Highway Department to spend any money on an engineered drawing. Mr. Slattery accepted this offer.

Pleasant Street Culvert– Continued RDA Meeting. Ron Bashista has a culvert on his property that runs parallel to Pleasant Street. He needs to bring the level of the bank next to the road up to grade to facilitate removal of a guardrail to access the property. A wetlands report was submitted, but did not contain the necessary maps showing the wetlands area in relation to the culvert with elevations. Mr. Bashista questioned what he needed in regards to a map or drawings to satisfy the Commission. It was explained to him and he stated he will bring them to the next meeting for approval. Mr. Floyd requested permission from Mr. Bashista to continue the RDA meeting until September 18 and Mr. Bashista agreed to continue the meeting. Rick Thibault made motion to continue RDA meeting to September 18, 2006. Seconded by John O’Leary. Passed unanimously.
