Minutes of November 15, 2010

Meeting called to order at 9:05, with Mr. Barton acting as Chair and Mrs. Bell acting as clerk.

There were no previous minutes to review.  No bills or communications had been received since our last meeting.  The MassLive articles re: Chicopee Elderly Housing and Community Development Block Grant applications for South Hadley and Amherst were reviewed.  

The Goral property was discussed, and it was generally agreed that the amount of $200,000 for 2 acres with two potential houses would deplete too much of SHA's monies.  It was also agreed that it may be a very good building opportunity, and merits some investigation into other options.  To that end, Mr. Barton proposed contacting Valley Development Cooperative.
Mr. Barton will email Mark Reed at Heritage Surveys regarding the build-ability of the plot of town-owned land on Riverdale Rd.  He will also ask that the SHA be placed on the agenda for the Board of Selectmen's meeting (tentatively 11/30) in order to discuss the donation of the Riverdale Rd property.  The lists of land/houses currently for sale in Southampton were reviewed, and plots 80 (317 College Highway, 12+ acres, $195,000) and 27A (Strong Rd, sale by owner, approx 1 acre with existing barn, $110,000) were considered for site visits.

It was suggested that future meetings of SHA take place at the Town Hall, as it would provide easy access to town maps and other conveniences; there is space available for meetings on Monday mornings.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 9:49.
