Special Town Meeting Warrant

HAMPSHIRE SS:

To the Constables of the Town of Southampton in the County of Hampshire.

GREETING:

In the name of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, you are hereby directed to notify and warn the inhabitants of said Town, qualified to vote on Town affairs, to meet at William E. Norris Elementary School, located at 34 Pomeroy Meadow Road, in said Southampton on Tuesday, the seventeenth day in June next, at seven in the evening, then and there to act on the following articles:

ARTICLE 1:

To see if the Town will vote to transfer the sum of $2,000 from the Community Preservation Surcharges-Historical Preservation Account to the Historic Commission for the purchase of signs, sign posts, and miscellaneous hardware to mount the signs, which will designate the Center Historic District and the Lockville Historic District; or take any other action relative thereto.
ARTICLE 2:
To see if the Town will vote to transfer the sum of $250,000 from Community Preservation Surcharges-Undesignated Account to the Board of Selectmen for the purpose of funding the engineering phase of the Larrabee School Adaptive Reuse, a historic preservation project; or take any other action relative thereto.

ARTICLE 3:
To see if the Town will vote to transfer the sum of $25,000 from Community Preservation Surcharges-Historical Preservation Account to the Board of Selectmen for the purpose of funding a feasibility study to determine future use and viability of the current Southampton Town Hall and Police Station located at 8 East Street, a historic preservation project; or take any other action relative thereto.
ARTICLE 4:
To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, borrow, or transfer from Community Preservation funds a certain sum of money to acquire the real property herein described and authorize the Board of Selectmen to purchase, accept as a gift a deed or deeds from the owner or owners thereof, take by eminent domain, or otherwise acquire all, any portion of, or any interest in the parcel of land in the Town of Southampton as shown on the plan titled: “East Meadow Estates, Southampton Massachusetts”, dated March 6, 2008, prepared for James R. and Eugene R. Labrie by Heritage Surveys, Inc. Professional Surveyors and Engineers.  Said land to be acquired for recreational purposes and the development of playing fields; or take any other action relative thereto. 




(Article requires a 2/3rds vote.)

ARTICLE 5:

To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Board of Selectmen, through the Highway Department, to apply for a grant for up to five hundred thousand dollars (500,000) under the Small Towns Roads Assistance Program (STRAP), pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 637, Section 32 of the Acts of 1983, for the purpose of making improvements to town roads, and to expand said grant without further appropriation, with the required repayment not to exceed ten years; or take any other action relative thereto.
ARTICLE 6:

To see if the Town will vote to appropriate a sum of money for the purchase of equipment for the police department; to determine whether this appropriation shall be raised by borrowing or otherwise; to determine whether to authorize the Board of Selectmen to enter into a lease/purchase agreement with respect to such equipment; or to take any other action relative thereto.



(Article requires a 2/3rds vote & a paper ballot count pursuant to Article VI, Section 8 of the Town’s bylaws.)

And you are directed to serve this Warrant by posting up attested copies thereof at five usual places in said town, fourteen days at least, before the time of holding said meeting.

Hereof, fail not, and make due return of this Warrant, with your doings thereon, to the town clerk, at the time and place of meeting, as aforesaid.
