To the Constables of the Town of Southampton in the County of Hampshire.

GREETING:

In the name of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, you are hereby directed to notify and warn the inhabitants of said town, qualified to vote on town affairs, to meet in the at the William E. Norris Elementary School in said town, Tuesday, the twenty-fourth day of April, next, at seven o’clock in the evening.

ARTICLE #1. To see if the Town will vote to transfer from Town Administrator Salary, the sum of $12,000.00 to be added to the Police Department Wages for the purpose of filling understaffed shifts with part-time officers, or take any other action thereto.

ARTICLE #2. To see if the Town will vote to transfer from Free Cash, the sum of $4,000.00 to be added to Library Expenses, or take any other action thereto.

ARTICLE #3. To see if the Town will vote to transfer from Free Cash, the sum of $7,500.00 to be added to the Road Machinery Expenses Account, or take any other action thereto.

ARTICLE #4. To see if the Town will vote to transfer from Free Cash, the sum of $18,000.00 to be added to the General Highway Expenses, or take any other action thereto.

ARTICLE #5. To see if the Town will vote in accordance with M.G.L. Chapter 40, §4A to authorize the Southampton Board of Selectmen and the Board of Health to enter into an inter-municipal agreement with one or more other governmental units to provide public health, public works, and general government administration services which the Board of Health, Public Works, and other administrative bodies in Town are authorized to perform, in accordance with an Inter Municipal Mutual Aid Agreement to be entered between the Town and various governmental units, or take any other action thereto.

ARTICLE #6. To see if the Town will vote to approve the Proposed Accessory Apartment Zoning Bylaw (as written in attachment), or take any other action thereto.
