Meeting called to order at 5:49 p.m.

The minutes from Sept. 1 and 16 were unanimously approved, with one change to the Sept. 16 minutes.
The following old business was discussed:
1. ESCO / Siemens
· Ms. Schindler reminded the Energy Committee (EC) of the ancillary costs and time involved in pursuing energy conservation measures (ECMs) through a traditional procurement process, should it reject the streamlined process offered by an ESCO such as Siemens.  These ancillary costs would include the need to hire architects and an owner’s agent, plus the time commitment of committee members (similar to the role played by the Larabee Reuse Committee).
· The EC reiterated its decision not to pursue an investment grade audit with Siemens.

· The group reviewed the draft memo to the Select Board explaining this decision, and Mr. Boisjolie agreed to revise it further.
2. Green Communities Act
· Jim Barry of the Dept. of Energy Resources will make a presentation to the Select Board on Tuesday, Oct. 5 at 7pm.  It was agreed that all EC members would attend, and that Mr. Boisjolie would have an EC meeting posted for that time in case business was discussed.
3. Open EC position.  At the Heat Local workshop Tom Bashista expressed tentative interest in participating on the EC.
